     Last year was a successful year for the GSWS. We had 
two exhibits: the Annual Juried Exhibit at the Montgomery 
Center for the Arts, and the Full Members’ Show at the 
Capital Health Center, and also an exciting workshop by 
Dolores Ziegler.

only lost $1,000. in operating expense. This situation will be much alleviated this year 
since we have received a $10,000. grant from a private foundation to be given to us 
over a two year period.

The members’ show will be 
in March at the newly restored “barn” of the D&R Greenway in Princeton. Because 
the Greenway is dedicated to saving the natural habitat of New Jersey, there will be a 
theme for this show: “Inspired by Nature”. Big paintings welcomed! And all 
watermedia accepted. All watermedia will also be accepted in our fall juried show at 
the Ellarslie Museum. There will also be a new venue for the Associate Show.  We 
followed through with one of our member’s suggestion to have the show at the 
Gourgaud Gallery in Cranbury in June. (We always welcome suggestions from you 
for venues.)

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     Recently I took a trip of a different kind—not to a foreign 
land or a cross country excursion. I only went to New York City 
for a three day weekend, but I traveled to a different world, that 
world which the annual east coast conference of the Society of 
Children’s Book Writers & Illustrators reveals. For some thirty 
years I’ve been painting and teaching watercolor, but my not-so-
secret life has often involved story and mini-play writing for 
young children, and I’ve long been wanting to put some of this 
down, with illustrations, for children, mainly in picture books. 

      If not now, when? So for almost two years, three or four 
artist friends and myself, have been meeting with children’s  

 

picture book illustrator, Bryan Langdo, and he’s been critiquing 
our children’s illustrations. For the writing part, I’ve been pretty 
much on my own. I had joined the SCBWI, a wonderful 
organization.  Now it was time to spread my wings and go to a 
conference. For three days, morning to night, I went to 
workshops and critiques, and heard superb “keynote speakers”.  
For three days 1,000 aspirants to the wonderful world of 
children’s book publishing shared the hallowed halls of the 
Hilton and listened and learned and experimented, as well. 

     I am sure that there are any number of GSWS members who 
are also similarly interested in this field (please feel free to call 
or email me and share your experiences); and you may know 
that this world of children’s books, especially the writing, is a 
most competitive field. Perhaps 10% of the publishers will even 
look at “slush” (I am slush), those whose work is unsolicited, 
unagented, unpublished. Usually unsolicited, unagented work  6 



 
goes right into “recycling” without the envelope even being 
opened. Too bad for the slush.  Yes, there is self-publishing, and 
yes, I may try this in a couple of years. For now, however, I am 
eager to learn how to be a part of the world of the existing 
publishing houses. I signed up for the pre-conference 
Illustrators’ Intensive, and also to be a part of the Saturday night 
Illustrators’ Exhibit. I did my assignment; I got a piece ready for 
the art show.  

     Wow! What an experience!  I am still, three days later, 
transcribing all the scribbled notes I took. With three trips to the 
conference bookstore, I bought nine books and two journals. 
After you’ve heard a terrific speaker or had a session with a 
terrific illustrator or author, there’s a need to grab hold of a 
piece of the “terrificness” to keep for your own and study at 
your leisure (whatever that is). 

     I had a workshop with Pat Cummings, a writer/illustrator, 
with 35 books to her credit, who held us enthralled, and taught 
us a lot as we picked from grab bags of subjects, locales, and 
situations, and pictorially developed our characters and placed 
them in settings, based on what we had picked from the grab 
bags. We sketched out part of our 32 page dummy. Pat told us 
stories of her struggles and development, while teaching and 
encouraging us. 

      There was lots more to the weekend, of course, as we 
listened to such authors as Susan Cooper (THE DARK IS 
RISING series and much  more), Ann Brashares (THE 
SISTERHOOD OF THE TRAVELING PANTS and its 
sequels), Robie Harris, whose books for children which promote 
their mental and physical health have often been banned, 
Katherine Paterson, whose BRIDGE TO TERABITHIA is now 
a Disney movie, and Brian Selznick, a remarkable illustrator and 
author, whose latest book (on the TIMES best seller list) THE 
INVENTION OF HUGO CABRET makes the actual physical 
book and illustrations part of the narration of the story. Each 
speech was not only helpful—but was a work of art.  

      We learned from the editors and art directors themselves 
what they are looking for, and even from a panel of buyers for 
Borders, for Barnes & Noble, and other big children’s book 
buyers. We saw not only the established illustrators’ works, but 
the work of a lot of “newbies” (my term) as there were 150 or so 
pieces in the Saturday night show. Oh, my, there may be a lot of 
us watercolor painters around, but there are ever so many 
writers and illustrators also. This is an unbelievably competitive 
field, and therefore very challenging, and inspiring. I am here to 
tell you that much of the work on exhibit Saturday night was 
watercolor on Arches, on Fabriano, on Bristol.  But then, many 
of you have probably been to the annual Illustrators’ Exhibit in 
New York City and you know this already.  

     So where am I going with all this? In this article, I am only 
telling you of an exciting new world I’m trying to be a part of, 
but a world which very much includes our wonderful world of 
water color. And although creating twenty-nine paintings of the 
same characters from different angles and in different positions  

 

and scenes is rather new to me, I am sure that what I’ve been 
doing all along with my painting is a big help. And keeping my 
stories to under 900 words for picture books is a challenge. My 
world is just getting a bit wider, and my focus is just a bit 
different.
